The Family History Society of Martin was founded, in England, in 1980, by the late Lionel Nex and developed membership throughout the British Isles, Australia, Canada, New Zealand, and the United States of America. The Society publishes a quarterly journal Delichon Urbica (The House Martin) which provides a regular communication link between members, and a wealth of research source information, details of Member's Interests, and research enquiries.
